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Introduction

| am a practicing physician in the field of pulmonary and critical care medicine. | suffered for several
years from chronic sinus disease.

If you experience any pressure in the ears, stop the rinse and
get further directions from your physician. (You may rinse
with partially blocked nasal passage) Use lukewarm water.
DO NOT USE HOT OR BOILING WATER. Follow the cleaning
procedures provided in the brochure. You could also consider
discussing the use of SINUS RINSE™ with your doctor.

We strongly advise against the use of our kit on children or
adults who have reduced comprehensive abilities. Patients
who are unable to stand up and take a position near the sink
SHOULD NOT use this product. We advise that you SHOULD
NOT use this kit on patients who are bed bound or have
chronic illnesses. Adults need to understand the procedure
and only then use it for their children. We recommend that
you use this product only on children who are more than five
years old. The procedure is the same for children as well as
adults. If your child is less than five years old, you should
consult your child's physician before using this product.

directions for use

Please Read Warning Before
Using The Product!

Step 1: Fill up the clean bottle with
8 0z. (240 mL) of warm distilled water
or previously boiled water. You may
warm the water in a microwave.E We
recommend that you warm it in
increments of five seconds. This is to
avoid excessive heating of water.

Step 2: Cut the SINUS RINSE™
mixture packet and pour contents into
the bottle. Secure the cap with tube
on the bottle. Shake the bottle to
dissolve the mixture.

Step 3: Standing in front of a sink,
bend forward to your comfort level
and tilt your head down. Keeping
mouth open and without holding your
breath, apply cap snugly against nasal
passage and squeeze the bottle gently
until solution drains from the opposite
nasal passage or from the mouth.
Also, while bending over the sink,
consider tilting head sideways to help
improve drainage of any residual rinse
solution. Do not swallow the solution.
Gently blow the nose. Do not block
the nasal passage completely while
blowing to avoid pressure on the
eardrum. If tolerated, sniff in the
residual solution into the nose once
or twice prior to blowing the nose as
this may clean out the posterior
nasopharyngeal area which is the area
at the back side of your nasal passage.
Some solution will reach the back of
the throat so please spit it out.

Step 4: Now repeat the same procedure on the other
side. Squeeze two to three times in each nasal passage.

Step 5: In multiple squeezes, use 2 to 4 oz.
(60 mL to 120 mL) for each nasal passage.
Discard any unused solution and make fresh solution
for each rinse.

NASAL IRRIGATION

1.Q:What is the advantage of nasal
rinses?

A:Some amount of mucus
production from nasal and sinus
lining is a normal physiological
function. Allergies and infections
will initiate excessive mucus
production. This will create nasal
and sinus symptoms. When the
nasal rinse is performed, you
wash away mucus, allergy

creating particles and irritants such as pollens, dust
particles, pollutants and bacteria, thus reducing the
inflammation of the mucus membrane. Normal
mucosa will fight infections and allergies better and
will reduce the symptoms.

2.Q:What is the best time of the day to do nasal rinse?
A:Nasal rinses can be done at any time of the day.
However, if the procedure is done at night, we
recommend that you rinse at least an hour before
going to bed in order to avoid the drainage of the
solution from the nasal passage to the throat.

3. Q:How many times a day should the nasal rinse be
performed?

A: Usually, no more than once or twice a day. You can
rinse more than twice a day, but it may not provide
any additional benefit. Please follow your physician's
advice.

4.Q:Can | use tap water?

A: Boiled tap water is safe since it gets sterilized from
boiling. Make sure that the boiled water is stored
in a clean container. Discard any unused water after
three days.

5.Q:Can | use bottled water?
A: Bottled water is usually safe to use.

6.Q:Can | microwave the bottle filled with solution?

A: It can be warmed in the microwave. The time needed
to warm the solution can only be determined by trial
and error. Try in increments of five seconds to find
the right temperature. Over heating will damage the
plastic bottle. Keep Cap loose during heating in the
microwave oven.

7.Q:What is the advantage of “SINUS RINSE™O packets?
A: Each SINUS RINSE™ packet contains a pre-servative
free mixture of Sodium Chloride and Sodium
Bicarbonate that is pH balanced. The packets are
easy to dispense and contain enough mixture to
make 8 0z. (240 mL) of saline solution, taking the

guesswork out of preparing this solution. Our
mixture will not produce any stinging or burning in
the nasal passages.

8. Q:What is the advantage of the SINUS RINSE™ bottle?
A: SINUS RINSE™ easy squeeze bottle has printed
instructions on it and also has a custom designed
cap that comfortably fits different size nasal
openings.

9. Q:What should I do if nasal rinse creates pain in the
ear?

A:Nasal rinse is not recommended in the presence of
an ear infection or ear symptoms of any kind. We
advise that you consult your physician or wait until
symptoms resolve, before starting the rinses. If
symptoms recur then you must stop the rinses and
consult your physician as soon as possible.

10.Q: What should | do if my nasal passage feels plugged
or stuffy?

A: It is recommended that you postpone the nasal
rinses until the passage has cleared. A completely
plugged or stuffy nasal passage is likely to create
symptoms of pressure, retention of the solution
after the rinse, and may create symptoms in the
ears. You can consider the use of over-the-counter
nasal decongestants, unless they are specifically
not recommended for you. You can consult with
your physician regarding the use of nasal
decongestants. You can restart the rinses once
again after the nasal passage opens up.

11.Q: Can | add any other ingredients such as eucalyptus
oil, alcohol, herbal medications, Vicks®, vinegar
or antibiotics?

A: This is against medical advice.

12.Q: What if | prefer a higher concentration of salt
solution or hypertonic solution?

A: We do not recommend it due to physiological
reasons, however some physicians do recommend
it in certain cases. If you prefer higher salinity or
hypertonic solution, you can use 2-3 packets of the
mixture for 8 oz. (240 mL) of water or use our new
Hypertonic Refill Packet.

13.Q: What should I do if I happen to swallow the saline
solution during the SINUS RINSE™ procedure?
A: It should not do any harm. If you follow our
directions, the chances of the solution reach-ing
the back of your throat are very small.

14.Q: Is it common to get solution draining from the
nose following nasal rinse?

A: Yes, this is very common and hence we do not
recommend rinsing your nasal passages just before
going to bed. This happens in the first 15 to 20
minutes after the rinse.

as ked questions
15.Q: Should workers exposed to occupational dust
perform nasal rinses ?

A: Workers who are exposed to large amounts of
environmental or occupational dust from
construction work, farming, mining or various indoor
and outdoor occupations may benefit by regular
use of the nasal rinse procedure. You should rinse
the nose as soon as possible after the exposure.
The sooner the irritant is removed from the delicate
membranes, the less likely the membranes are to
get inflamed and congested.

16.Q: Do nasal rinses improve the sense of smell?

A: We know that chronic rhinitis or chronic sinus
disease will affect the sense of smell and taste.
Nasal rinses will improve chronic nasal and sinus
disease which in turn will improve the sense of
smell and taste. This has been proven in several
scientific studies.

17.Q: Can the SINUS RINSE™ mixture packet be used
for nasal irrigation, which is performed by some
patients using a water pik?
A: When using a water pik, use one packet of SINUS
RINSE™ for 8 0z. (240 mL) of water and two packets
for 16 oz. (480 mL) of water.

18.Q: Does the nasal rinse procedure improve bad
breath?

A: In some cases, bad breath may be caused by chronic
nasal and sinus disease. Nasal rinse will improve
nasal and sinus disease which may eliminate bad
breath.

MAINTENANCE & HYGIENE

19.Q: When do | need to replace the bottle, tube, and
cap?

A: If the system is clean and functioning then there is
no need to replace it. If the system is not working

or has deteriorated physically, use our order form
and we will send it to you.

20.Q: Can | share the bottle with another family member?
A: This is not recommended due to the possibility of
transmitting infection to others.

21.Q: Can I sterilize the bottle, cap and tube in boiling
water?
A: No. This will destroy the plastic material.

22.Q: Can I place the bottle in a dishwasher for cleaning
purposes?
A: No. The mouth of the bottle is too narrow to clean
it thoroughly in the dishwasher. It is advisable to
clean it by hand.

23.Q:How do I clean the cap, tubing and bottle?

A: You can use a brush to clean the cap. If you feel
that the system is contaminated, you could also
use 70% isopropyl alcohol or white, distilled vinegar.
After the use of vinegar or alcohol, make sure that
you rinse the entire system with distilled or
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previously boiled water. Do not keep the cap or
tubing in water with temperature above 120° F.
Make sure that you do not instill alcohol or vinegar
into the nasal passages. To clean the tube,
disconnect and rinse it.

24.Q:Do | need to wipe the system after each use?
A: Itis optional. Please use your own judgment. Air
drying on a clean paper towel will be adequate.

SINUSITIS, RHINITIS AND ALLERGIES

25.Q: What s a sinus?

A: Asinus is a hollow space within the bones of the
face. The sinuses are lined by delicate membrane.
The membrane is called mucosa. As shown in the
normal anatomy picture, there are four pairs of
sinuses. The function of the sinuses is to
humidify and warm the air, add to the sense of
smell and to play a significant role in the quality of
human sound. It is well known that during acute
sinusitis, the quality of our voice changes and the
senses of smell and taste are reduced.

as ked questions
26.Q:What is the estimate of people suffering from
allergic rhinitis and sinusitis ?

A: The number ranges from 30 to 50 million. It may
be difficult to get the exact number. It is a known
fact that nasal allergies and sinus diseases are
extremely common. Our goal as a medical product
company is to join the health care forces already in
play to help people suffering from this disease. We
do not claim that our product OSINUS RINSE™O,
will cure the problem, but we can certainly say that
either alone or with other medical therapies it will
reduce symptoms.

27.Q:What is rhinitis?
A: Rhinitis is an inflammation of the mucosa (delicate
lining of the inner body surfaces) of nasal passages.
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28.Q: What is sinusitis?

A: Sinusitis is an inflammation of the mucosa of various
sinuses, which are located around the nasal
passages. Usual symptoms are increased nasal
secretions and pain or headache around the
sinuses.

29.Q: Do sinuses usually drain?
A: Yes. Sinuses make mucus and usually drain into
the nasal passage through openings called the
ostia.

30.Q: What are the symptoms related to sinusitis and
blockage of the ostia or opening of the sinuses?

A: The following are symptoms of acute and chronic
sinusitis which occur when the sinuses are inflamed
and ostia are blocked:

Nasal congestion

Fever

Runny or stuffy nose

Headache

Night time cough

Persistent fatigue

White, yellow, or green discharge

Pain in the upper jaw or teeth

Loss of sense of smell or taste

meningitis, brain abscess, ear infections,etc.

31.Q: What are the causes of rhinitis and sinusitis?

32.Q: How do | differentiate between rhinitis and
sinusitis?

A: Due to overlapping symptoms, it may be difficult
to differentiate between the two. Usually, symptoms
of rhinitis include: stuffy, runny or drippy nose,
scratchy throat, and dry cough. However, symptoms
of sinusitis are more severe than the symptoms of
rhinitis. We have also described these symptoms
above.

Nonallergic rhinitis is an inflammation of the lining of the nose
due to bacterial and viral infection or secondary to irritants

33.Q: What is FESS (Functional Endoscopic Sinus
Surgery)?

A: FESS is the abbreviation for functional endoscopic
sinus surgery. Current technology of fiberoptics,
video camera, and television monitors, allows
excellent examination of all openings of the sinuses,
nasal turbinates, and nasal septum. Surgery
restores the anatomy to as normal as possible or
as functional as possible in order to help improve
or cure the symptoms of chronic sinusitis.
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asked questions
34.Q:How do I know if I need surgery for my sinuses?
A: There are various forms of endoscopic sinus
surgeries that can often be curative. We strongly
advise that you contact your physician. You can

consider consulting an ENT (ear, nose & throat)
specialist or same as Otorhinolaryngologist.

35.Q: Do | change my nasal irrigation technique after
sinus surgery?

A: The patient may need to rinse more carefully and
may find larger amounts of rinse solution are
necessary. After they finish rinsing, the patient will
probably need to take a little more time to assume
head positions that will allow more complete
drainage from the sinuses. While bending over the
sink, consider tilting head sideways to help improve
drainage of any residual rinse solution.

36.Q: What is a corticosteroid nasal spray?

A: Corticosteroids are anti-inflammatory drugs. They
are not anabolic steroids. Physicians prescribe
corticosteroid nasal sprays to reduce chronic
inflammation of the mucosa (lining membrane) of
nasal passage and sinuses.

37.Q: What are nasal decongestants and when do | use
them?

A: Nasal decongestants constrict the dilated blood
vessels and reduces nasal and sinus congestion.
Please get an approval from your physician or refer
to the literature that comes with over the counter
nasal decongestant medication.

38.Q: Can nasal rinses prevent head cold or reduce the
symptoms?
A: Saline rinses, in the very earliest stages of a head
cold, can abort the extended duration of the sinus
and nasal infection.

39.Q: What are antihistamines?

A: Antihistamines are the most common medications
used to treat allergies. They work by blocking the
effects of histamine which is released during an
allergic reaction and help relieve the symptoms of
sneezing, itchy nose and eyes and runny nose. They
are not as helpful with nasal congestion.

40.Q:What is an allergen?

A: Allergens are organic particles, which attach to the
nasal mucosa or respiratory mucosa and lead to
the development of an antibody, which
subsequently creates a series of chemical reactions
leading to symptoms. Every individual's reaction
to allergen exposure is different. The same amount
of exposure to allergy particles can cause mild,

moderate, or severe reaction in different people.
Some may not have any reactions at all. Those with
moderate to severe reactions will have symptoms.

41.Q: Can you name a few "allergens™?

A: There are indoor allergens as well as outdoor
allergens. Examples of indoor allergens include
dust mites, mold, pet dander (from animals and
birds) and cockroaches. Examples of outdoor
allergens are pollens, grass and mold. We are listing
only a few. Other substances such as cigarette
smoke, perfumes and aerosol sprays are irritants
which can worsen allergy and sinus symptoms.

42.Q: Are allergens always visible?

A: Most individual allergens are not visible. Dust mites
are a typical example. They are not visible to the
naked eye, yet they are present in virtually every
house. Dust mites are microscopic
creatures that feed on human skin
flakes and are present in
mattresses, pillows, carpets and
upholstery in homes and
automobiles.

43.Q:How do I reduce the problem of
dust mites?

A: Clean all the areas where dust may
be collecting. Carpets and sofa
upholstery should be vacuumed
on a weekly basis. Wash pillow
cases, sheets and blankets in hot
water. Enclose mattress and
pillows in special allergy proof
encasements. You can also
contact an allergy care product
company for more details.

44.Q:What is a mold?

A: Mold is a fungus. It is present in
several places, particularly damp
and warm. It can be present in
basements, bathrooms, kitchens,
water damaged areas such as
wood or carpets, water coolers,
heater fans, etc.

45.Q: What is pet dander?

A: Any pet with hair or feathers will
shed dander. These are the
particles from its skin. Dander is
a very common cause of indoor
allergies in the home and can also
cause allergies due to
occupational exposures or from
hobbies such as raising animals
or birds.

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46.Q: What is seasonal allergic
rhinitis?
A: Allergy symptoms that bother
you only at certain times of the
year such as the Spring or the
Fall are commonly called
OhayfeverO or seasonal allergic
rhinitis. These symptoms are

commonly cause by pollens and
occasionally molds.

47.Q: What is perennial allergic rhinitis?

A: When a person develops symptoms due to exposure
to a wide range of different indoor allergens
including house dust, dust mites, cockroaches,
feathers, mold spores, animal dander, occupational
allergens, and other allergens that accounts for
sensitivity throughout the year.

48.Q: Can | drink alcohol during acute or chronic
symptoms of rhinitis and sinusitis?
A: Alcohol worsens these symptoms, and it is
recommended that you abstain from the use of
alcohol.

49.Q: Does smoking lead to rhinitis and sinusitis?
A: Smoking leads to or worsens the symptoms of
rhinitis and sinusitis.

50.Q: Does rhinitis and sinusitis affect asthma?

A: It has been well established that there is a good
correlation between the symptoms of rhinitis,
chronic sinusitis, and asthma. Curing rhinitis and/or
sinusitis may improve the symptoms of asthma
significantly, to the point of total cure. Approximately
80% of the patients suffering from asthma do have
coexisting allergic rhinitis.

51.Q: Are nasal Spray bottles or Pressurized Spray Cans
considered as nasal wash or nasal rinse or nasal
lavage system?

A: There are various spray products and in my opinion
they are only moisturizers and cannot be considered
as nasal wash systems by any means. | am
mentioning this as a physician and you can also
check with your doctor. For a true nasal lavage,
wash or douche, one needs volume. With a few
seconds squeeze on NeilMedOs SINUS RINSE™
bottle, you get at least 1/2 0z. (15 mL) to 1 oz. (30
mL) or even a much higher volume of rinse. With
spray cans or squeeze spray bottles, you only get
a minuscule volume of 0.1 mL to 2 mL at the most.
Certainly it will have a good moisturizing effect but

will not wash off the excessive mucus or allergens.
They definitely have a place for giving moisture but
will not do the required nasal hygiene or cleansing.

52.Q: Do nasal rinses reduce or cure snoring?
A: In some cases, nasal rinses have been beneficial
in reducing the symptoms of snoring.

53.Q: Can the custom cap be used with a powered oral
irrigator?

A: Yes. First you need to cut the curved portion of the
irrigator tip so it is straight. Now attach the black
cap to our tube and attach the tube to the cut end
of the irrigator tip. Use one pre-mixed packet with
8 0z. (240 mL) of water or two packets with 16 oz.
(480 mL) of water. Adjust the pressure on the
irrigator equipment. We strongly recommend that
you contact us prior to use, so we can direct you
further in detail.
